Story of the Wine: Collio, abutting the border with Slovenia, is regarded as one of Italy’s best white wine regions. It has a complex history,  primarily  as  it  was  part  of  the  Austrio Hungarian Empire until  1918 and its  traditions  stem from that connection. This explains the long tradition of French varietals in the region. The Germanic influence was also pertinent when it came to winemaking in terms of cold fermentation and non-oak ageing. White wine represents about 85% of production. The Branko winery and vineyards are next to the border and there are plenty of connections hence the very Slovenic name of the owner and winemaker Igor Erzetic.
